Please complete the form with your Foals
Name (if known)or Work Order Number, Birth Date, Sex, and desired Class Fees. If there is any other
information missing on your form, please complete that as well. If you have not nominated your foal’s Stallion,
you must nominate him in order for your foal to be eligible for the Futurity. Once you have added all of your
new information; please forward the yellow form, along with your payments, to me. Remember that
communication is the key to success; please let me know if you have any questions.

You will also find a number of other forms in this packet regarding Futurity Weekend. These forms include:

These classes are open to Any Registered Appaloosa
between the ages of 4 & 7. Entries are $50 per class and should be submitted prior to or at the show. Over
$2,000 in Added Money is given away in these classes; all other information is enclosed on the Entry Form.
